Maasai tribe. The Mara is more than 
just the most popular wildlife park in 
the country and in many cases, it is 
the reason why people come to visit 
Kenya. 

 This is a classic African savanna, and 
the sheer density of wildlife is 
amazing.. Watered by the Mara 
River and its tributary the Talek, the 
park here compromises 1510sq 
kilometres of open grassland tucked 
away in the south west corner of the 
country.

  In the Mara you will see an 
astonishing amount of wild life, 
including the big cats, where lions 
are found in large prides everywhere 
and it is not uncommon to see them 
hunting. Cheetahs and leopards are 
harder to spot, but are still fairly 
common.
